1. Previous Minutes

2. Secretary’s Report
- A card was sent to Pauline Palser following her stay in hospital.
- Following the purchase of Pauline’s card Petty Cash stands at £74.46.

3. Captain’s Report
- Gail congratulated Jeanette Whitehead and Eileen Pickering for getting their Kent badges and added that it was a pleasure to play with them in the Kent Triples. 
- In the Jubilee League we gained 6 points against Bromley, 0 points against New Beckenham and 5 points against Petts Wood. We are currently top of the league with 23 points.
- Although we lost in a friendly away game against Coney Hall some of our newer ladies played very well.
- The game against South Hill Wood was cancelled by them due to bad weather.
- The number of ladies making themselves available is not too bad but on the odd occasion numbers are below those required. 
- In the first round of the Belle Trophy we beat Petts Wood and had a good win against Orpington Excelsior. The semi-final will be played at Bromley Bowls Club against Eltham on the 13th August at 10am. All players to pay £2.00 green fee and an additional £1.00 to pay for tea for ourselves and that of the Eltham ladies.
- At the next meeting at Bellingham Bowls Club on 15th September (Belle Trophy finals day) the issue of a neutral green should be raised. The neutral green should be half way between the two clubs playing in the semi-final.
- The ladies afternoon is continuing with Wednesdays proving more popular that Monday. At the AGM in October Gail to ask the ladies if there is anything they would like to be done differently.
- In the Mollie Cleggett we had a walk over against Orpington but lost to Orpington Excelsior by 7 shots.
- Gail has forwarded £200.00 to each of the club’s charities. Sale of puzzles has raised £16.00 in total. Gail is currently holding £87.00 charity money. It was agreed that the charity boxes be emptied shortly by Gail and one other.

 4. Match Secretary’s Report
- A letter has been received from Carol Watt-Sullivan thanking the club for hosting the Divisional Finals.
- A total of £250 has been given to Mike F for the club account made up of £40.00 green fees and a catering profit of £210.00 raised on Divisional Finals Day. £200.00 raised in a raffle will be split between the two club charities.
- An email has been received asking if we are happy to host a County friendly game next season. Lorraine Paramor to get back to us with details.
- We have emailed Carol Watt-Sullivan to show an interest in hosting the Mollie Cleggett. She replied that it was our turn to host the 2 Wood Divisional Final on 8th June in 2024 but would still put us and other clubs through for hosting the Mollie Cleggett. The final takes place in September along with a play off for 3rd/4th place. Green fees for 4 rinks will be paid. 
- Anne Bailey telephoned to ask Jeanette if she would withdraw from the Benevolent Triples on 7th August as it was oversubscribed. Jeanette agreed to do so but was aggrieved by the fact that West Wickham only had 2 entries while Bromley had 7 entries. 

5. Competition Secretary’s Report

- The 2 Wood competition will take place on 19th August. There are currently 10 entrants. Sandra to email entrants reminding them of the date and start time of 10am. New players, Val, Kim and Barbara to be invited to enter the competition.

6. Management Committee Delegate’s Report

7. NWK Delegate’s Report
- Having previously been in 2nd place we now stand 6th out of 7 clubs with 24 points. There are 3 games remaining, home to Coney Hall and BIBCOS and away at West Beckenham.
- In the Gladys Tyler, we beat Petts Wood but lost to Bromley Town 3 on a difficult green.
