6. Management Committee Delegate’s Report 
- In Linda’s absence David Figg provided the following report on the Management Meeting which took place on 14th June.
- Licenses and Software fees for the website have been paid. Bowlr license also paid, no increase for the third year.
- The defibrillator has been moved to the equipment shed for the season.
- 7 new members signed up (3 ladies) with 2 more in training (1 lady). 2 new bowlers are being coached.
- Honesty bar was £12 down, now balanced.
- Spraying system now working but not yet automatic.
- Estimated overall costs for the green maintenance likely to be £5-6K for the season.
- Decorating the inside of the clubhouse will be left until the close season.
- Costs are still being investigated for a hand drier for the Ladies’ changing room. Members to be asked if they know of a qualified electrician to carry out the work.
- An initial plan for Safeguarding is to ask 3 members who are probably already DBS checked, Paul Patten, Martin Grover and Roger Dyer.
- It has been agreed that John Urie’s daughter can hire the clubhouse for her wedding reception on 29th March. There will be a £50 charge, a £250 refundable deposit and the use of the club’s bar with a club member running it. More details will be discussed nearer the date.
-Kent have asked West Wickham Bowls Club to be Kent home green next season. We have agreed in principle but impact to be discussed with Fixture Secretaries before confirming with Kent. Games will be 2 x Middleton Cup and the Balcombe competition. We will ask our ladies if they want first refusal to provide arrival food and casual food for visitors and post-game.
- We need to check First Aid box is up-to-date following an accident at Bromley BC where the box was insufficiently stocked.

7. NWK Delegate’s Report
- We picked up four points in our first game against Orpington Excelsior, four points against Bromley Town and two points against South Hill Wood. Currently third in league. Our next game is away at Coney Hall. Different ladies are being played to provide a greater pool of ladies who will be eligible to play in the Gladys Tyler.
